Parents are asked NOT TO QUEUE OFF MARLBOROUGH ROAD OR WILNECOTE LANE as
this is blocking the flow of local traffic. Thank you.

Hot Weather

Now that the weather is warmer please remember to send your child in with a suitable hat o
wear at playtimes.

Please ensure that on hot/sunny days you apply cream BEFORE YOUR CHILD COMES TO
SCHOOL. Do not send children to school with bottles of sun cream. We are not allowed to
apply sun cream for children.

Children need to have had their hay fever medication before they come in to school and bring
a water bottle with them.

Unless there is a medical reason, children should not be bringing sunglasses into school.
